Prez (Continued from page 1)
girl" after all.

Even when I was a classroom teacher, the Foundation was
a very meaningful part of my life. Other teachers would
ask, "How can you teach on Saturdays when you have been
teaching all week?". They never seemed to understand
that teaching at the Foundation made it possible for me to
teach in "regular” school because it revived my inner spirit.
The Foundation also taught me many fricks to use with my
"normal” students. Our special students with learning
disabilities are so much more interesting to teach because
each one is a unique puzzle that requires creativity to
teach. You really have to be on your toes and that makes it
a lot of fun and very entertaining. I know having raised 2
dyslexic children who both had ADHD and other problems,
from time to time our children can be a handful and hard
to discipline; . There were times I was very frustrated
with them. So when I tell you about discipline methods,
please understand that I do know of what I speak. One
method I used was "1-2-3 Magic” by Dr. Thomas Phylan.
This method is still available and T highly recommend it. T
used it when the children were young and when they were
older. When used exactly as Dr. Phylan states in his book
and video it works well with LD children. The only variation
was I did not send our children to their room but used a
large overstuffed chair in the den where I could watch
the children while they were in timeout. I also found that
a method called an event autopsy was effective. This was
where I asked questions to help my child analyze what
they did wrong. T asked questions like, "Why did you do
that?”, and "What would have been a better choice?". Try
hard not to get angry. Stay calm and ask probing
questions. Once you see how your child thinks you will be
surprised how logical they are in their own way. If you can
stand back and look at your child objectively I think you
will find you have a very interesting person.
